 What is It  

Discourse markers are words or phrases that help organize 

what we say or write. They can show when we’re adding 

ideas, giving examples, or changing topics. 

Examples: 

- First   

- Next     

- Then      

- After 

- Finally 
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Summary of narrative texts tells the main events in the 

story. These discourse markers help us connect our ideas 

clearly. Here’s how they relate: 

Beginning 

Main Character(s): Who is the story about? 

Use markers like “First” to introduce the main character. 

Example: First, the story is about a girl named Iya. 

Setting: Where does the story happen? 

Use “Next” to describe where the story takes place. 

Example: Next, it takes place in Iya’s backyard. 

Middle 

Main Problem or Conflict: What problem do the 

characters face? 

Use “Then” to explain the problem the characters face. 

Example: Then, Iya finds a lost kitten. 

End 

Solution or Ending: How does the problem get solved? 

Use “Finally” to tell how the story ends or how the problem 

is solved. 

Example: Finally, Iya returns the kitten to its owner. 

By using these discourse markers, we make our summaries 

smoother and easier to understand.  
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They help show the order of events and keep our thoughts 

organized.  

Other signal words being used in time order, procedural, 

descriptive texts are second, third, fourth, fifth, sixth, 

seventh, eighth, finally, and lastly.
